Preparing Boys Clothes
Remove the collar but leave the neckband attached. Colours should be white, gray, blue, beige or something subdued (not wild colours). Buttons should be left on the cuffs. Cut pants off just below mid-calf. Leave the bottom loose or make the pants into knickers by adding an elastic or drawstring in the hem of the pants. Pants should be a dark colour, e.g.: gray. Buttons should be sewn on the outside band of the pants for the suspenders, with two above each pocket in the front and two in the centre of the band in the back. Please do not wear blue jeans or sweat pants. 
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
